Strip out services, fixtures and fittings to include external door sets, windows, 
fascias and soffits and replace with UPVC. Garden fences replaced & gardens 
graded & seeded. Garage modified with Kalico single ply roofing membrane 
with a Garador up-and-over door and frame. Internal doors replaced with 
6 panel, mid-weight doors and new ironmongery. Sanitary ware replaced 
with steel baths and pressurised showers. Electrics renewed to 17th Edition 
requirements. Pressurised heating system installed within the roof void. 
Roofing insulation renewed to 270mm insulation and cavity wall insulation. 
New carpets fitted throughout the living areas and vinyl floor coverings to the 
hallway, WC, bathroom and kitchen. Wall tiles installed to the kitchen and 
bathrooms. Walls & ceilings re-plastered and decorated. Stair handrails & 
balustrades replaced.
